PO/EO: M308.01	TOPIC: Prepare a Squad for Parade

LESSON PURPOSE: The purpose of this lesson is to have cadets learn the various formations, drill symbols, and identify the proper sequence for falling in a flight.


STUDENT OUTCOMES:

Students will prepare a flight for parade by executing the sequence of drill commands.

PRIOR KNOWLEDGE:

Assess prior knowledge of commanding a flight through questioning:
· How do you prepare a flight for parade?
· What would you as a flight sergeant (parade position) be doing at the beginning of the night?
· How would you get a group of cadets to fall in?

LESSON:

Part I: Introduction

What: Preparing a squad for parade

Where: This information will be used for your performance check as well as on a weekly basis as you have the opportunity to perform the duties of a flight sergeant

Why: It is important that as you are placed in the team leader role that you have knowledge of the various formations and sequence of commands.

Part II: Instructional Strategies

Stage 1: Drill Formations

Use magnetic or stick on figures to represent drill symbols. Review the following key points with cadets:
· Squad – generic term for group of cadets (can interchange with flight, platoon, division, etc) – used for groups of 32 or less
· Single rank (5 or less)
· Two ranks (6-9)
· Three ranks (10 or more)
· Show where blank files would go
· Show parade position symbols
· Parade Commander
· Deputy Parade Commander
· Squadron Warrant Officer
· Flight Commander
· Flight Sergeant
· Marker
· Show diagram of parade formations (show where parade positions go)
· Squadron in line (note 7 paces between flights)
· Column of Threes
· Column of Route

Stage 2: Preparing a Squad for Parade
Steps include:
· Fall in the squad
· Take attendance
· Ensure uniformity by sizing
· Ensuring spacing by dressing
· Inspect the cadets
· Hand over the squad to continue the parade

Demonstrate this sequence. Hand out to the cadets the aide memoire and explain the steps in Annex A in more detail.

Give cadets time to practice.

CLOSURE:

Have cadets each say one step in preparing a squad for parade (in the proper order)

AUTHENTIC STUDENT ASSESSMENT:

Lesson success will be evaluated based on cadet response and participation as well as their PO check at the end of the PO.
