PO/EO: M309.05 	TOPIC: Select Instructional Aids

LESSON PURPOSE: The purpose of this lesson is to have cadets learn have to effectively use instructional aids as a part of their classes.


STUDENT OUTCOMES:

Students will understand the purpose of instructional aids, types of verbal support, audio-visual aids, simulators and training equipment, and should be able to effectively select an instructional aid for any assigned lesson.

PRIOR KNOWLEDGE:

Cadets should be aware of the principles of instruction, effective speaking, and questioning techniques from previous lessons. Ask cadets to quickly re-cap what has been covered thus far.

LESSON:

Part I: Introduction

Have cadets brainstorm: What are instructional aids and how should they be used in a lesson?
· Relevant to teaching point
· Support Lesson
· Appropriate to cadets’ background and needs

Discuss the difference between training aids (used by instructor) and learning aids (used by student).

Part II: Instructional Strategies

Briefly highlight the main teaching points which are covered in learning stations. (Use information sheets from learning stations for information).

Set up five learning stations. Break up cadets into five groups. Ensure each cadet has a handout to complete. Have cadets use the information provided to answer questions. Cadets should spend about 7 minutes at each station. Use a stopwatch!

Discuss and highlight key points once cadets go through each of the learning centers.

CLOSURE:

Have cadets state one thing that they have learned in instructional techniques lessons thus far.

AUTHENTIC STUDENT ASSESSMENT:

Lesson success will be evaluated based on cadet response and participation as well as their PO check at the end of the PO.
